Dear Friends,

When Paul preached about the
resurrection of the dead in front of
the Areopagus in Athens, “some
scoffed.” (Acts 17:32) In his great
resurrection chapter (1
Corinthians 15), Paul asks, “Now if
Christ is proclaimed as raised from
the dead, how can some of you
say there is no resurrection of the
dead?” He goes on to say, “If
Christ has not been raised, your
faith is futile and you are still in
your sins. Then those also who
have died in Christ have perished.
If for this life only we have hoped
in Christ, we are of all people most
to be pitied.” (15:17-19)

In 1 Corinthians 4:10, the
apostle Paul writes, “We are fools
for the sake of Christ.” From a
certain perspective, we are fools
for believing in the resurrection of
the dead. In the midst of a world
of death and destruction, it does
seem foolish to say that life has
the upper hand. As we struggle
with illness and advanced age
and diminished abilities and
premature deaths and tragic
losses and terrors on a personal,
national, and world scale, how
can we affirm life? Life is what
Easter is all about. Certainly
Easter means new life for Jesus
Christ, who was raised from the
dead by the power of the Holy

But
Easter certainly means new life here
and now for those who believe and
trust in Jesus Christ. That's why Paul
can end his resurrection chapter with
this call to hope and action,

that in the Lord your labor is not in
vain.” (1 Corinthians 15:58)

in the Congregations (PWCs) typically collect the Birthday Offering in the spring and
dedicate their offerings at spring gatherings. No giving guidelines are suggested other
than “give as you are blessed.” PWCs who collect the Offering should send their
donation (as a check made payable to Treasurer of Presbyterian Women) to the
treasurer of PW in the Presbytery.

History of the Birthday Offering

In 1922, to celebrate the 10th anniversary of the Woman’s Auxiliary (PCUS), it was
decided that an offering should be made for a definite cause. That same year, Hallie
Paxson Winsborough, superintendent of women’s work, visited Miss Dowd’s School
for Girls in Kochi, Japan. Realizing the school’s needs, she challenged members of the
Women’s Auxiliary to give one penny for each year of their life as a birthday gift to the
school. Over the years, that tradition has become known as the Birthday Offering.
Presbyterian Women have given more than $29 million in support of mission projects
throughout the world.

2015 RECIPIENT
After reviewing numerous proposals, the Creative Ministries Offering Committee chose

Community of St. Therese of Lisieux and Bethesda Christian Community Center to receive
grants from the 2015 Birthday Offering. Gifts to the 2015 Birthday Offering will allow theses
ministries to support women in Memphis, Tennessee, and Barranquilla, Colombia, who are
overcoming oppressive, violent situations. The actual grant amounts for these worthwhile
programs will depend on gifts received in 2015. The goal for the offering is $500,000.
